เรื่อง  The Topic Sentence


The topic sentence is the most important sentence in a paragraph.  It tells the reader what the paragraph is about, or its main idea.  The topic sentence is usually the first sentence in a paragraph.  The topic sentence has two parts: the topic and the controlling idea.  


The topic is the subject of your paragraph.  It is what you are writing about.

Example:


Bread is an important part of our everyday food.


Topic: Bread


The controlling idea limits or controls your topic to one aspect that you want to write about.

Example:

Rice plays an important part in some ceremonies.

         (Topic)                       (Controlling idea)

Rice is a nutritious part of our diet.

         (Topic)       (Controlling idea)

A topic can have more than one controlling idea.  You could write one paragraph about how rice plays an important part in some ceremonies, a second paragraph about how rice is a nutritious part of our diet, and a third paragraph about another aspect of rice.  There are many possibilities.

เรื่อง  Opinion or Fact?

The topic Sentence can be opinions.  A simple fact cannot be a topic sentence because there is nothing more you can say about it.  If it is an opinion, then you can write a paragraph about it.

Example:



Coffee is made from coffee beans.




The sentence is a fact.



Drinking too much coffee is bad for your health.




The sentence is an opinion.


Another kind of topic sentence gives the topic different parts.

Example:

A. Potatoes are good for you in three ways.

B. There are four basic methods of eating French fries.

C. Potato-eaters fall into three groups.

A, B, and C are topic sentences.  They are not facts.  Look at sentence A, someone may disagree with you and say that potatoes are good for you in four ways.  When you use this kind of topic sentence, you need to support your opinion.  For example, you need to write about three ways potatoes are good for you.
