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ABSTRACT

Education plays an important role in developing human resources to achieve their full
potential, intellectually, physically, socially and mentally. Laying the foundation of education for
students to achieve their full potential and to lead happy lives and careers will make a great
impact on social and national development. The school is the most important government and
societal agent for educational delivery to achieve the visions and aims of quality education by
international standards and to meet the needs of community. Schools of today are expected to
manage the learning process with an emphasis on : thinking process skills, managing, confronting
difficult situations, and knowledge applications as the prevention and problem-solving measure,
learning from actual experiences, practicing to do, to think and to be, loving to read and to learn
continually, integrating knowledge contents from a variety of disciplines, cultivating moral ethics
and values and other desirable characters.

After implementing the nine projects, the evaluation was made; the objectives of all the
projects have been achieved. The results are evident ; that is Chalermkwansatree students possess
the quality of the four-dimensional diamond.

Dimension 1: The learners possess the desirable characters as prescribed by National
Education act B.E. 2542. That is being “an able person, nice and happy”. All Chalermkwansatree
students’ characters of being a nice person are evident from the evaluation of the predetermined
desirable characters at a high level. A number of award-winning students at provincial, regional
and national levels indicate being able students of the school. And in the second round of the
evaluation by the Office of National Certification and Evaluation, all the students’ characters are
rated against the standards at a very good level.

Dimension 2: The students possess the desirable characters as prescribed by
Chalermkwansatree School, which is the objectives of developing students’ desirable characters in
the dimension of moral and ethical values. As evident in the evaluation in every academic year
during B.E. 2548-2550, all the students possess the desirable characters, passing the good level of
evaluation standard criterion. The honorable Royal Award-winning students in B.E. 2549 is also
evident.

Dimension 3 : The students possess the quality as prescribed by education standards at a
good level and above. As evident from self assessment of the school during B.E. 2548-2550 , the
results appeared at a good level of all student standards. And in the second round of evaluation by
the Office of National Certification and Evaluation, all 7 students standards were rated at a very

good level.
